All practices will be held at 
one of three diamonds at the park.  Practices will start 
at the mid to end of April. 
 

GAMES:  All games will be played on Tuesday and 
Thursday for 5-6 grade leagues.  All participants are 
guaranteed to play half of each game. Games will 
start before or after Memorial Day.  
 

COST:  The fee for the Tipton Baseball/Softball 
program is $35.00.  **Fee has increased to give 
each participant quality safety equipment to keep 
your child as safe as possible.  If a parent needs 
financial assistance contact Adam at 886-2271. 
  
REGISTRATION DEADLINE:  Friday, March 26 
is the registration deadline.  If the league is not full, 
registration will be accepted up until Sunday, March 
28.  Sign up early to assure a spot on a team.
