The City Council of the City of Tipton, Cedar County, lowa, met in Regular Session at
5:30 p.m. Mayor Kepford called the meeting to order. Upon roll call the following named
council members were present: Anderson, McGlaughlin, Johnson, Klemme, Wethington.
Also present: Boldt, Foley, Fletcher, Nash, Packwood, Hakeman, Alden, Hembry,
Spangler. Visitors: Several visitors and the press were also in attendance.

COMMUNICATIONS:

Scheduled — Andy Johnson of Clifton Gunderson, gave a brief summary of the city audit
for the fiscal year ending June 2007. Johnson went over the Independent Auditor’s
Report with mayor/council. He briefly summarized Management’s Discussion and
Analysis and briefly touched on Findings Related to Statutory Reporting. Lastly Johnson
spoke on deficit fund balances relating to the Aquatic Center Project Fund and the Water
Tower Project. He said the deficit balances were the result of project costs incurred prior
to availability of funds.

Scheduled - Chuck Schrader of Municipal Pipe and Tool gave a brief Introduction to
Sanitary Sewer Maintenance. He went over the five year Sewer maintenance Contract
with mayor/council. He said his company consists of four different crews specializing in
four different areas of sewer maintenance. Most cities that he currently has contracts with
budget about $1500 a year for maintenance. Will not contract for less than $750 per year.
After further discussion, mayor/council said they would take his Sewer Maintenance
Contract Agreement under consideration.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Kepford opened the Public Hearing for the first reading of
Ordinance #501 which is an Amendment to Ordinance #456, Electric Service and Rates.
Electric Superintendent Packwood gave a brief summary of the ordinance amendment.
With no oral or written comments, Mayor Kepford closed the Public Hearing and asked
for council action.

Boldt said this 10-year agreement is similar to the two previous 10-year
agreements. He said the 28E summarizes the structure and responsibilities of both the
commission and the participating municipalities and has already been approved by the
Cedar County Board of Supervisors. After a brief discussion, motion was made by
Johnson and seconded by McGlaughlin to approve Resolution No. 040708 A, which is a
Resolution Authorizing Mayor’s Signature Stating The City of Tipton’s Participation in
the Cedar County Solid Waste Disposal 28E Agreement.

MEMORANDUM AGREEMENT — ALLIANCE WATER: Council briefly discussed
Memorandum of Agreement form Alliance Water Resources. City Manager Boldt said
that last year their base compensation was $19,203.33 per month or $230,440 a year and
that Alliance is proposing $21,596.25 per month this year or $259,155 annually. Part of
the increase is for the addition of two pickups that will be maintained by Alliance and
depreciated in the contract over the next five years. Motion by Anderson, seconded by
Wethington to approve Annual Memorandum Agreement with Alliance Water Resources
as presented and recommended by Boldt. Upon roll call the vote was:

BID FOR REPAIRS — CITY PARKING LOT: City Manager Boldt reported that the
Cedar County Board of Supervisors received bids for their parking lot on the east side of
the courthouse. They also received bids for the city parking lot on the north side of the
courthouse. The Board of Supervisors accepted the bid from Affordable Parking Lot
Services. For the city lot, Affordable Parking Lot Services was the second low bid at
$1720. This bid included asphalt repair work to five deteriorated areas on the city lot.
After a short discussion, motion was made by Klemme and seconded by Anderson to
accept the bid from Affordable Parking Lot Services at the recommendation of Boldt and
Steve Nash.

PAINTING OUTDOOR POOL —LAZY RIVER: City Manager Boldt reported the city
received two quotes for sandblasting and painting the outdoor pool and lazy river. The
outdoor pool is starting its fourth summer and new applications usual last four to five
years. It is the recommendation of Boldt and Adam Spangler to accept the quote from
T.K. Enterprises in the amount of $18,600. After a short discussion, motion was made by
Wethington and seconded by McGlaughlin to approve their recommendation.

Molly’s/Pam LaRue for the building located at 421 Cedar Street. Kunde is requesting a
Fagade Grant in the amount of 2,904.56 and LaRue requesting a Commercial Interior
Grant in the amount of $7,500. The Development Commission is recommending that
both applications be approved.

$20,000. Boldt said this payment would not only secure our participation but it would
also be considered an additional investment. Currently the city has a total cash investment
of $30,000. With the additional $20,000 cash investment, it would secure the City’s
current investment and bring the City’s actual cash investment to $50,000. Overall, the
total recognized investment for the city would be $105,000. Motion by Anderson,
seconded by Wethington to approve an additional $20,000 investment to ISEP. Upon roll
call the vote was:

1. DOT of Aviation approved the emergency grant for the replacement of the fuel
pump at the airport.

2. Mayor Kepford signed an extension to the Gas Prepay Proposal. Contract has
been extended to June, 2009 allowing the city to ‘opt out’ if it chooses to do so.

3. Renegotiate contract with Friends of the Animals.

Tipton Airport Committee Meeting
April 2, 2008 at Mathews Memorial Airport, Tipton, lowa, 7:05pm.

Jim Rohlf called the meeting to order with a roll call. Those present: Klay Johnson,
Dave Kruse, Ed Mellecker, Jim Rohlf, Jerry Goldsmith, Max Coppess, Larry Lynch,
Timm Wynkoop, and Mike Moes. Phil Benge was present as a guest. Minutes from the
previous meeting were approved with a motion by Ed and a second by Larry. Klay
requested that item #8 on the agenda be moved between #4 and #5. The amended agenda
was accepted, moved by Klay and seconded by Timm.

Jim opened the floor to Klay who expressed concern over meeting dates not in
compliance with the ordinance that requires regular monthly meetings on Tuesdays.
Aware that Jim can call special meetings as needed, Klay felt that we have not had 3
regular meetings and thus Larry would not be in violation of the attendance requirements.
Dave noted that there was school events on some Tuesdays and he thought that Jim had
moved the meetings to accommodate several members so they could attend. Jerry noted
that because the group was no longer a commission with spending authority and fiscal
duties, that some flexibility should be allowed. Max felt that we have had ‘regular’
meetings. Jerry moved that the chairmen be instructed to attempt to have regular
meetings as per ordinance but that he shall be authorized to change the dates of regular
meetings to accommodate the most people as needed. The motion was seconded by Mike.
The motion passed with one vote against by Klay.

Jim point out the Larry has missed 3 regular meetings and, according to section 4 of the
bylaws, he was no longer a committee member. Larry acknowledged the fact that he has
missed 3 regular meeting, one just being missed but the remainder because he was out of
the state or country and that prevented him from attending. He expressed a desire to
remain on the committee. It was noted by several that Larry has been an asset to the
group. Timm wondered if we should change the bylaws. Jim noted that would require a
2/3 majority vote. Mike moved to strike the missed attendance section from the by-laws
in section #4 and Dave seconded. A roll call vote was made and Klay made the only
descending vote. Motion passed. It was noted that another intention of the vote was

to have Larry continue to serve on the committee.

Jim let the committee know that grants requests will need to be turned in soon. The three
items that were most important to the committee were; runway light repair and
replacement of bad fixtures, upgrade of the fuel transfer system to prevent spills and
provide a safer way to fill the tanks, and additional hanger space. CEPCO has proposed a
upgraded fuel fill system for $2849. Two bids were received for light repair (M&K
$4225.00 and Koch Electric $2623.06)and one bid for replacement of the remaining
runway lights(M&K $11050). It was noted that the bids for the lights could not be
compared because they did not include the same fixtures or installation methods. Matt
Path was consulted on building cost trends and he indicated the hanger under
construction now would cost $5-6000 more if ordered today. Mat also indicated a
double fronted 40x90 hanger would run considerably higher for the same sq.ft. as the
60x60. The group decided we would wait for NIPAS funding for single hanger
construction. The hanger list has been updated and it not as long as it was. The
emergency grant for the fuel pump was approved by the state. With the desire to limit



city liability and with a need for hanger space, Klay moved the committee should seek
grant funding for all three items.

Larry seconded, motion passed. Continuing on, Larry moved that the city seek a 70%
match from the state on the fueling system upgrade with a final cost of $4000. Dave
seconded and the motion passed. City share would be $1200. Discussion continued on
the lighting situation and future needs. Dave moved with a second by Klay to apply for
an emergency state grant to replace and repair up to 13 30" FAA approved MIRL runway
and taxiway lights at a 70% state match to bring the lighting system up to an operational
status. Motion passed. Larry moved to apply for a 65% state grant to replace the balance
of the runway and taxiway lights at a cost of $19,840. It was seconded by Klay. It was
noted that the FAA approved lights could be moved to the new runway when needed.
Motion passed. The hanger grant was next on the list. Max moved that the city should
apply for a $140,000 grant for a new 60'x60’ hanger as shown on the master plan with a
state 65% match. Jerry seconded the motion and it was approved by all.

The hanger lease was brought into compliance with the user policy with striking of the
phrase “to bring in” concerning fuel for airplanes and this was moved by Jerry with a
second by Max, and the motion passed.

Max reported on the open house committee. The following groups have been contacted
and we are awaiting replies from: National Guard chopper, Hiway Patrol, CAP, Air Care,
and the National Guard climbing wall. Max listed the sponsors for the open house noting
that approximately $1600 was raised. Max requested some help from members for the
safe parking of airplanes. Larry offered usdigftent and safety vests. Lions will be
contacted for additional involvement from their group. Klay indicated the local pilot fly-

by was popular and suggested that it be done again this year. Max Dirks from Monticello
will bring and run a kiddy airplane ride.

Jim then gave the managers report. He attended a airport zoning meeting in Dubuque put
on by the state. He presented the materials and handbook he received and suggested the
committee should begin some kind of activities to protect the area and airspace around
the airport noting that most aviation accidents occur within the airport environment. Jim
has had a brief discussion with the city manger on this subject. 3 bids were received for
the farm ground rent with the winning bid of $182.50 from Brian Crock. The user policy
has been approved by the city council and the information has been mailed to those who
it may affect. Hanger materials will be delivered on the job site Thursday and Path’s
crew should arrive on Monday to begin construction. The federal layout plan is now
completed and sent to the FAA. All that remains is a check on the drive time by the local
representative of the FAA and then it will be sent to Washington for final approval. The
committee was very enthusiastic upon receiving the good news. Members need to
contact Doug if they plan to go to the Aviation Conference in Des Moines on April 23
before the 11 so they can be included in registration. It was thought that the city would
provide the van for transportation. Klay and Max are planning to attend.

With no other business, Larry moved for adjournment with a second by Max. Motion
carried with a hearty“we all dune agreed”.
