COMMUNICATIONS: Scheduled – Steve Lacina, Annual CCEDCO Report. 
 
Steve Lacina, President of CCEDCO, presented the council with the Cedar County 
Economic Development Commission 2008 Report. Below are some of the highlights 
Lacina commented on:  
 
Recruitment efforts: 

1. Had over 40 presentations from businesses through the Community Venture 
Network. 

2. Continue in efforts to attract supply chain vendors for companies located in West 
Branch. 

3. Worked to help with annexation of land in West Branch for industrial 
development. 

 
Expansions: 
 

1. Pioneer in Durant, $4million, 6 jobs. 
2. Acciona in West Branch, $4 million addition, 80 more jobs. 
3. Assisted with getting sales tax refunds from the State for Norfolk’s $258,000 

expansion. 
 
Region formation: 
 

1. Wrote a grant to the State to form new 5 county region which includes Cedar, 
Clinton, Jackson, Muscatine, QCDG (Scott), CCEDCO awarded $50,000. 

2. CCEDCO is the central point of contact for leads and communications. 
 
In closing Lacina said the last increase for annual dues was in 2003-2004. He said costs 
have gone up considerably and said that CCEDCO has been cutting expenses 
where/when they can. Lacina said there is a modest increase of $567.00 for 2009-2010. 
Annual dues for Tipton is $8453.00, due July 1, 2009. Motion by Johnson, seconded by 
McGlaughlin to approve annual dues in the amount of $8453.00 to CCEDCO for 2009-

UPDATED REVOLVING LOAN FUND PROGRAM: Community Development 
Director Travis Alden presented the following additions/changes to the Updated 
Revolving Loan Fund Program:   
 
DRAFT #2 

1. A group of four local bankers will serve as non-voting advisory members of the 
Loan Committee, with the task of reviewing each applicant’s financial 
information. Each application will be reviewed by two members of this group, on 
a rotating basis. These advisory members will provide the TDC with a 
professional assessment of the applicant’s risk level and/or creditworthiness, to 
take the form of a simple score of “A” for a “good risk” and so forth. These 
advisory members consist of: 

 
Dan Conrad – Assistant Vice President, Liberty Trust & Savings Bank in Tipton 
Eric Newton – President and CEO, Community State Bank in Tipton 
Nic Weers – Assistant Vice President, Citizens Bank in Tipton and Anamosa

The TDC (voting members of the Loan Committee) will not review the finances of the 
applicant’s, as the TDC is an Official City commission. All financial information will 
remain confidential at all times, and will not be revealed in any public forum. 
 
DRAFT #4 
 

1. A group of four local bankers will serve as non-voting advisory members of the 
Loan Committee. 

2. Greenhouses added under Limitation on loans from the RLF. 
3. Under Other Lending criteria, Loans made from the RLF typically will not be less 

than $2,500 and not more than $10,000. The Loan Committee may authorize 
smaller or larger loans on a case-by-case basis if unusual circumstances are 
present. 

4. Under Other Information, the following were added: 
  

A. A group of four local bankers, approved by the City Council, will serve as non-
voting advisory members of the Loan Committee. 

B. The Advisory Committee members will review the applicant’s financial 
information in order to make a recommendation to the Loan Committee as to the 
financial strength of the applicant. This recommendation may take the form of a 
score, such as an “A” for an applicant considered to be a “good risk” and so forth.

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “Council”) of the City of Tipton, Iowa (the “City”), 
pursuant to and in strict compliance with all laws applicable to the City, and in particular the 
provisions of Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa, has adopted an Urban Renewal Plan for the 
Tipton Urban Renewal Area (the “Urban Renewal Area”); and 

WHEREAS, the Council has adopted an ordinance providing for the division of taxes 
levied on taxable property in the Urban Renewal Area pursuant to Section 403.19 of the Code of 
Iowa and establishing the fund referred to in Subsection 2 of Section 403.19 of the Code of Iowa, 
which fund and the portion of taxes referred to in that subsection may be irrevocably pledged by 
the City for the payment of the principal and interest on indebtedness incurred under the 
authority of Section 403.9 of the Code of Iowa to finance or refinance in whole or in part 
projects in the Urban Renewal Area; and 

WHEREAS, the City now proposes to enter into a certain development agreement (the 
“Development Agreement”) with J&L Pipeline Services, Inc., (the “Company”) with respect to 
the expansion of an industrial facility in the Urban Renewal Area; and 

WHEREAS, the Development Agreement would provide financial incentives to the 
Company in the form of incremental property tax payments in an amount not to exceed $8,000 
under the authority of Section 403.9(1) of the Code of Iowa; and 

WHEREAS, it is necessary to set a date for a public hearing on the Development 
Agreement, pursuant to Section 403.9 of the Code of Iowa; 

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Tipton, Iowa, 
as follows: 

Section 1. This Council shall meet on the 19th day of January, 2009, at ______ 
o’clock __.m., at the _______________________, in the City, at which time and place 
proceedings will be instituted and action taken to approve the Development Agreement and to 
authorize the incremental property tax payments in a total amount not exceeding $8,000.

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DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT 

This Agreement is entered into between the City of Tipton, Iowa (the “City”) and J&L 
Pipeline Services, Inc. (the “Company”) as of the ____ day of January, 2009. 

WHEREAS, the City has established the Tipton Urban Renewal Area (the “Urban 
Renewal Area”), and has adopted a tax increment ordinance for the Urban Renewal Area; and 

WHEREAS, the Company has undertaken the expansion of an industrial facility on 
certain real property, the legal description of which is set forth on Exhibit A hereto (the 
“Property”) in the Urban Renewal Area for use in the Company’s operations (the “Project”); and 

WHEREAS, the Company has requested tax increment financing assistance in paying the 
costs of the Project; and 

WHEREAS, Chapter 15A of the Code of Iowa authorizes cities to provide grants, loans, 
guarantees, tax incentives and other financial assistance to or for the benefit of private persons;  

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows: 

A. Company’s Covenants 

 1. The Company agrees to make timely payment of all property taxes as they 
come due throughout the term of this Agreement and to submit a receipt or cancelled check in 
evidence of each such payment. 

 2. The Company agrees to submit documentation to the satisfaction of the 
City by no later than each November 1 and May 1 during the term of this Agreement 
demonstrating that the Project is being used as part of its operations. 

 3. The Company agrees to construct the Project on the Property within 24 
months of the execution of this Agreement and to use its best efforts to cause the assessed value 
of the constructed project to be greater than or equal to $225,000.  The Company agrees to 
maintain the Project as part of its operations on the Property throughout the term of this 
Agreement. 

 4. The Company agrees to have at least 6 employees working in connection 
with the Project within 24 months of the completion of construction of the Project, and to 
maintain such employment level throughout the term of this Agreement.  The Company agrees to 
demonstrate these employment facts to the satisfaction of the City and the Development 
Corporation on November 1 of each year during the term of this Agreement commencing with 
the first November 1 which falls at least 24 months after the completion of construction of the 
Project. 
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B. City’s Obligations 

In recognition of the Company’s obligations set out above, the City agrees to make not 
more than 8 semiannual economic development tax increment payments (the “Payments”) to the 
Company during the term of this Agreement, pursuant to Chapters 15A and 403 of the Code of 
Iowa, provided however that the aggregate, total amount of the Payments shall not exceed 
$7,284. 

The Payments will be made on June 1 and December 1 of each fiscal year, beginning on 
the first December 1 for which incremental property tax revenues become available, and 
continuing for a total of Four (4) fiscal years.  This Agreement assumes that the full taxable 
value of the Project will go on the property tax rolls as of January 1, 2009.  Accordingly, 
Payments will be made beginning December 1, 2010 and continuing through and including June 
1, 2014 or until such earlier date upon which total Payments equal to $7,284 have been made. 

Each Payment shall be in an amount which represents 60% of the Incremental Property 
Tax Revenues received by the City with respect to the Property during the 6 months immediately 
preceding each Payment date.  Incremental Property Tax Revenues are produced by multiplying 
the consolidated property tax levy (city, county, school, etc.) times the incremental valuation of 
the Property, then subtracting debt service levies of all taxing jurisdictions, subtracting the 
school district physical plant and equipment levy and subtracting any other levies which may be 
exempted from such calculation by action of the Iowa General Assembly. 

The Payments shall not constitute general obligations of the City, but shall be made 
solely and only from incremental property taxes received by the City from the Cedar County 
Treasurer which are attributable to the Property. 

The City agrees to certify to the Cedar County Auditor by December 1, 2009, relative to 
the Payments to be made under this Agreement an amount equal to $7,284 with further 
instructions that the Payments be funded from year to year by 60% of the available Incremental 
Property Tax Revenues from the Property as set forth above in this Section. 

C. Administrative Provisions 

 1. This Agreement may not be amended or assigned by either party without 
the express permission of the other party.  However, the City hereby gives its permission that the 
Company’s rights to receive the economic development tax increment payments hereunder may 
be assigned by the Company to a lender, as security, without further action on the part of the 
City.  

 2. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the 
successors and assigns of the parties. 

 3.  This Agreement shall be deemed to be a contract made under the laws of 
the State of Iowa and for all purposes shall be governed by and construed in accordance with 
laws of the State of Iowa. 
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The City and the Company have caused this Agreement to be signed, in their names and 
on their behalf by their duly authorized officers, all as of the day and date written above.

Discussion and Consideration of Appointment for Vacant At-large Council 
Seat and Council Action as Needed 
 
Possible Motion  

SYNOPSIS:  The notice for the vacant at-large council seat has been published and the forty-
day timeline the council has to make an appointment for the position has begun.  Simply as a 
reminder, below is the section of the City Code that describes the process. 
 
1-5-8 VACANCY.  A vacancy in an elective city office during a term of office shall be filled by appointment 
by the remaining members of the council, except that if the remaining members do not constitute a quorum of 
the full membership the procedure described in Code of Iowa Chapter 372.13(b) shall be followed. The 
appointment shall be for the period until the next pending election as defined in Code of Iowa section 69.12, and 
shall be made within forty days after the vacancy occurs.  The Council shall publish notice in the manner 
prescribed by Code of Iowa section 362.3, stating that the council intends to fill the vacancy by appointment but 
that the electors of the City or ward, as the case may be, have the right to file a petition requiring that the 
vacancy be filled by a special election. The Council may make an appointment to fill the vacancy after the notice 
is published or after the vacancy occurs, whichever is later.  However, if within fourteen days after publication of 
the notice or within fourteen days after the appointment is made, whichever is later there is filed with the city 
clerk a petition which requests a special election to fill the vacancy and which is signed by eligible electors who 
are, or would be if registered, entitled to vote to fill the office in question, equal in number to two percent of 
those who voted for candidates for the office at the last preceding regular election at which the office was on the 
ballot, but not less than ten persons, an appointment to fill the vacancy is temporary and the council shall call a 
special election to fill the vacancy permanently as described in Code of Iowa section 372.13(b).

Tem.  I have researched the last 15 years and I cannot find where the council has ever 
approved this appointment before.  Although we feel this to be a formality, we need to be in 
compliance with the City Code. 
 

6. Immediately after taking office the Mayor shall designate one member of the City Council Mayor 
Pro Tempore, which appointment shall be made subject to the approval of a majority vote of the 
Council. The Mayor Pro Tempore will be Vice-President of the Council. Except for the limitations 
otherwise provided herein, the Mayor Pro Tempore shall perform the duties of the Mayor in cases of 
absence or inability of the Mayor to perform his duties. In the exercise of the duties of his office the 
Mayor Pro Tempore shall not have power to employ or discharge from employment officers or 
employees that the Mayor has power to appoint, employ, or discharge. The Mayor Pro Tempore shall 
have the right to vote as a member of the Council;
