SYNOPSIS: At its December meeting, the Planning and Zoning Commission heard a request
from Steve and Rex Maurer, through Cedar County Coop and MM S Consultants, to
voluntarily annex 4.67 acres just north of the Coop into the city limits. Discussed and
requested at the same time was the rezoning of the entire 11.8 acres. As shown on the map,
the 7.13 acres tract of ground (tract 2) isinside the city limits but zoned R-2 (Multi-Family
Residential). The 4.67 acrestract of ground (tract 1) would by city code come into the city
limits as R-1 (Single-Family Residential). Once annexed, both tracts could then be rezoned to
M-2 (Heavy Industrial) which is what the Cedar County Coop is currently zoned. Cedar
County Coop isinterested in purchasing this parcel of ground for future expansion but its
purchase is contingent upon its annexation and rezoning.

Please set a public hearing date for the first meeting in January for the voluntary annexation
of tract 1 and also set a public hearing date of January 16, 2012, for the rezoning of both
tract 1 and tract 2. Again, tract 1 would be rezoned from R-1 to M-2 and tract 2 would be
rezoned from R-2 to M-2. The Planning and Zoning Commission unanimously recommends
the annexation and rezoning. Bob Y oung from Cedar County Coop will be at the meeting on
Monday night.

For Tipton City Council
December 19, 2011

Tipton’s Old Fashioned Christmas and Tour of Lights was a huge success this year thanks in
large part to the weather and willing volunteers who went the extra mile to ensure a good time
was had by all. The crowds were great, the stores were busy and by all accounts people from
near and far enjoyed this special evening in our community. It will be hard to top next year but
ideas are already flowing.

The Chamber’s first “Ca$h for Christmas” promotion also received positive feedback. We will
be analyzing shopper participation to give us information on how we might be able to further
develop the promotion moving forward. Each of the 38 participating businesses said they saw
value in this “shop Tipton” program.

The City of Tipton’s primary promotional video is written and being edited. It will be ready for
screening before the first city council meeting in January. The three sidebar videos will be
prepared for viewing prior to the following council meeting.

Arrangements are being made to relocate Tipton’s public access TV equipment from city hall
to the community development office in early January. This will set the stage for broadening
the scope of local programming to include interviews with community stakeholders.

The last of the Hope for Hardacre community surveys went out December 14", Initial returns
have been promising. The Hardacre committee will review the responses in early January to
determine the next step in our initiative to keep the theatre operating after 2012.

Updated a list of area landlords and their rental properties for those inquiring about apartments
and homes to lease in Tipton. City staff now has current information.

Preliminary work is underway to compile a volunteer database for future community events
and initiatives.

Deb Vandergaast, owner of Tipton Adaptive Daycare, LLC, is in the process of purchasing the
former Moose Lodge at 1325 Cedar Street. She plans to convert the building into a daycare
center. The project will be completed in stages with a targeted opening in late spring 2012.

Stuefen Manufacturing is on track to move into its new facility in the Tipton Industrial Park by
the end of this month.

The Sicilian Pizza and Subs, 114 East 5™ Street, is scheduled to open Monday, December 19.
Hours of operation will be 11:00am-10:00pm Monday through Saturday.

THE UNION PROPOSES ALL OF THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE CURRENT BARGAINING
AGREEMENT REMAIN UNCHANGED, EXCEPT AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1: Recognition — Section 1 - Amend to accurately represent the INCLUDED and EXCLUDED
employees of the bargaining unit pursuant to Order of Certification in PERB case No.5431.

Article 7: Overtime/Standby/Callback — Section A.6 — Delete, “The request for compensatory time off is
subject to the approval of the City Manager” and “All compensatory time shall be used within the fiscal
year earned. Unused compensatory time shall be paid on the last day of the fiscal year in which it was
earned, at the employee’s regular rate of pay.” Replace with, “The request for compensatory time off is
subject to the approval of the employee’s supervisor or the City Manager. Compensatory time off may
be taken in one-half (1/2) hour increments.” and “Employees shall have the option to carry over up to
sixty (60) hours of compensatory time into the next fiscal year. Employees shall have the option to be
paid for any earned compensatory time on the last day of the fiscal year in which it was earned at the
employee’s regular hourly rate of pay and shall be paid for any earned compensatory time carried over
from the previous fiscal year on the last pay period in October of the current year at the employee’s
regular hourly rate in the previous fiscal year.”

Article 8: Holidays — Section 3 — Delete “one and one-half (1 %) time” and replace with “double time”.

Article 9: Vacation — Section 5 — Delete “All vacation leave must be taken in whole hour increments.”
and replace with “Vacation leave may be taken in one-half (1/2) hour increments.”

Article 10: Leaves of Absence — Section A.10 - Delete “Sick leave can be taken in increments of one-half
(1/2) hour at a time after the first complete hour is taken.” and replace with “Sick leave may be taken in
one-half (1/2) hour increments.”

Article 10: Leaves of Absence — Section A.7 — Delete the entire language in this section and replace with
“Upon retirement of an employee, unused banked sick leave shall be paid out at one-half (1/2) the
employee’s current hourly rate only for the purpose of payment of health and medical insurance
premiums of the retired employee. The word “retirement” for this section shall mean the voluntary
termination of employment after the minimum time and age requirements fixed for receiving
retirement benefits by the employee under the IPERS retirement program.”



Article 12: Insurance — Section A.1 - Delete “but not necessarily identical to”.

Article 12: Insurance — Section B.1 — Delete “Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000)” and replace with “Twenty
Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000)".

Article 13: Health and Safety/Uniforms — Section 4 — Delete “steel toed boots” and replace with

“protective footwear”.

Article 15: Performance Evaluations — Add to the existing language “Employees shall be notified of the
criteria on which they will be evaluated. Performance evaluations will be grievable on the basis they are
inaccurate or contain mischaracterizations. Upon request from the Union, the Employer will provide all
relevant documentation used to determine the evaluation rating after the filing of the grievance prior to
the Step 1 hearing.”

Article 17: Wages — Section 1 — Delete “A 3% increase will be effective July 1, 2011.” and replace with “A
5% increase will be effective on July 1, 2012 and July 1, 2013.” Also make any other appropriate changes
to the rest of the language in this section.

Article 17: Wages — New Section — “Employees dispatched by the Employer to perform duties for the
purpose of mutual aid of another agency shall be paid according to the mutual aid agreement or the
wage agreement in the current collective bargaining agreement, whichever is greater.”

Article 18: Effective Period — Delete the entire current sentence and replace with, “This agreement shall
be effective July 1, 2012 and shall continue through June 30, 2014.”

THE UNION RESERVES THE RIGHT TO AMEND, MODIFY, ADD, OR SUBTRACT FROM THESE PROPOSALS
AS IT DEEMS NECESSARY THROUGHOUT THE COURSE OF THE NEGOTIATIONS.

This letter is official notification that the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has completed the review of the tornado safe room design
for the City of Tipton. The design has been accepted by FEMA and construction may now proceed.
The funds necessary to complete the construction of the safe room are now authorized for
drawdown. If any construction began prior to FEMA authorization, all costs will be disallowed.

The design for the proposed tornado safe room was evaluated using the guidance contained in
FEMA 361 Design and Construction Guidance for Community Safe Rooms-Second Edition, August
2008. Enclosed is a copy of the December 8, 2011, memo that documents FEMA’s review process
and includes recommendations and/or requirements. A final operations and maintenance plan must
be submitted prior to project closeout. Changes made to the safe room design after the completion
of this review must be coordinated with FEMA. Failure to coordinate design changes may affect the
tornado protection provided and eligibility for Federal financial assistance.

This award is being implemented in accordance with FEMA’s Mitigation Interim Policy MRR-2-
09-1, Hazard Mitigation Assistance for Safe Rooms. Therefore, the allowable costs are those
project components such as building costs directly related to and necessary for the primary purpose
of providing immediate life safety protection to the limited population that must remain in the
impact area.

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The building owner should address the emergency management considerations prior to the use of
the tornado safe room. This includes but is not limited to the following: tornado exercises held at
least annually, a safe room maintenance plan, the installation of additional signs throughout the
building to direct the occupants to the tornado safe room area, and the installation of safe room
equipment and supplies as recommended in FEMA 361.

MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Review Comments — Tipton Fire Station

I reviewed the construction documents dated October 31, 2011 for the Tipton Fire Station safe
room project. The review included Addendum No. 1, No. 2, and No. 3. Additional information
concerning the gas line was provided by e-mail on December 8, 2011. The project meets the
recommendations found in FEMA 361, Design and Construction Guidance for Community
Shelters, second edition. My review is documented on the “Design Review Checklist” provided
by the architect.

The building owner should address several emergency management considerations prior to using
the community safe room. A tornado emergency plan for the facility should be developed and
exercises held at least annually. The owner should develop an operation and maintenance plan
as recommended in FEMA 361 for the safe room. Finally, the equipment and supplies as
recommended in Section 9.1.8 should be located within the safe room area.

The proposed project was evaluated using the guidance contained in FEMA 361. The
construction documents were reviewed for general conformance and compliance with FEMA
361. Changes made after the completion of this review may affect the tornado protection
provided and project eligibility for financial assistance.
