SYNOPSIS: Please see the below information from Virgil Penrod for the possible purchase of a
heat exchanger for the James Kennedy Family Aquatic Center. As you can see from Virgil’s
description, the main usage of this piece of equipment would be to cool the temperature of the
geothermal loop but it also has a very favorable money savings potential for the facility. The
potential cost savings would fall in line with the 5% cost savings that each department is trying
to accomplish. Adam, Virgil and I had a conference call with our City Engineer and he agreed
with our analysis of the purchase and use of the exchanger. Both Virgil and Adam will be at the
meeting on Monday night to answer any questions.

e Due to the extreme heat, the aquatic center geothermal field is not dissipating all the heat
in the glycol necessary to keep the compressors running. Currently high glycol
temperatures are causing the heat pump compressors to randomly fault on high discharge
pressure. We recommend purchasing the below pictured stainless steel shell and tube heat
exchanger for supplemental cooling for geothermal loop. This would have several
benefits for the pool and have an extremely short payback. Directing makeup water
through the exchanger would help dissipate heat in the glycol that is pumped through the
units and field and would provide several ways of saving money.

1. This would preheat makeup water and save gas since the boilers would not have to run as
long. For example if the water temperature entering the exchanger was 60 degrees and
came out of exchanger at 70 degrees, this would be 10 degrees less the boiler would have
to raise water temperature.

2. Dropping the glycol temperature in the geothermal loop would decrease the amount of
work the compressors would have to do because of a better heat exchange. The lower
discharge pressures would increase the life cycle of the compressor.

3. The pool would use less electricity since the compressors are not running as much.

4. The exchanger would also provide a more comfortable environment for customers since
the heat pumps aren’t cycling on and off from high discharge.

Taking all the above into consideration, we are recommending the purchase of a stainless steel
shell and tube heat exchanger for about $5500. This equipment will be installed by Cody Wanek
and me.

Re: lowa Stored Energy Park (ISEP)

The lowa Stored Energy Plant Agency (ISEPA, www.isepa.com) announced Thursday
the termination of the lowa Stored Energy Park (ISEP) project.

ISEP is a proposed 270 Megawatt (MW), $400 million compressed air energy storage
(CAES) electric generation facility to be located at Dallas Center, lowa, near Des
Moines. In-service was planned for 2015. The project would take renewable wind and
other resources available on the electric transmission grid during off-peak weeknight
and weekend hours when customer electric loads and prices are low, and store the
energy as compressed air in a unique sandstone aquifer geologic structure 3000 feet
underground. Then, the compressed air would be used during higher value, on-peak
hours on weekdays to generate electricity and deliver it back to the grid when
customers need it most.

The geology studies of the project site show the storage reservoir is not suitable for the
scale of project that was envisioned. While the CAES project concept and potential
long-term economics are sound, due to geology limitations specific to the Dallas Center
site the ISEPA members have easier, less expensive and less risky conventional
alternatives to meet their customers’ future electric needs.”

The lowa Stored Energy Plant Agency (ISEPA) owns ISEP. ISEPA represents 57
municipal electric utilities located in lowa, Minnesota and the Dakotas. The decision
today affects only the ISEP project. The ISEPA members will determine at a later date
whether they will consider or pursue additional projects.

About $8.6 million (or about 2% of the total projected project cost, if completed) has
been spent on the ISEP project to-date. In addition to investments by the ISEPA
members, the majority of ISEP development funding has been provided by the U.S.
Department of Energy’s (DOE) Energy Storage Program, with additional support from
the lowa Power Fund.

Congratulations! The FY 2012 Airport Improvement Program project you requested was
approved for funding by the Jowa Transportation Commission on July 12, 2011. The Iowa
DOT grant award is for 70% of eligible costs up to a maximum state share of $17,500 for the
following project: Replace fuel tank.

Enclosed are two copies of an agreement between the airport sponsor and the Iowa Department
of Transportation (lowa DOT). The authorized sponsor should sign both copies, return one
copy to my office, and keep one copy for your file.

Please review the agreement noting required responsibilities and assurances, required
affirmative action, targeted small business and audit requirements. If you will be requesting
reimbursement for engineering services, you will need to provide me with a copy of the
agreement. Any engineering agreement more than $50,000 must have a pre-audit completed
by the lowa DOT. All engineering agreements that are paid with state funds are subject to a
final audit. Please include appropriate clauses in your agreements.

The project must be under obligation within 12 months. Please note that only expenses incurred on or
after the signature date on the agreement are eligible for reimbursement. Submit claims for
reimbursement with copies of invoices, canceled checks or other documentation that the bills have
been paid. Reimbursement will be in whole dollars, rounding down; however, the final reimbursement
request may include any ‘lost cents’ up to the maximum grant amount.

A final acceptance form must be completed and submitted with the final claim for
reimbursement. Required forms can be downloaded from the Office of Aviation Web site at
http://www.iowadot.gov/aviation/managersandsponsors/forms.html.
