There shall be a
reconnect fee ol $50.00 for a customer who requests temporary discontinuation of a service. This charge shall
be in addition to and separate from any charge made for gas service deposit.

110.09 GAS COST.

Rates are based on the current cost of gas and transportation to the City. In the event of an increase or
decrease in the rate charged to the City, these rates, or the rates as modified by this section, may be increased or
decreased by an amount that may be the same as the increase or decrease in the rate charged to the City adjusted
for unaccounted-for gas loss and BTU content. The increase or decrease in rates provided for in this chapter
shall become effective after publication in accordance with law, and consumers shall be billed at the rates stated
herein for gas delivered to them.

BACKGROUND: In 2010, lowa lawmakers passed legislation authorizing the creation of Watershed
Management Authorities (lowa Administrative Code Chapter 466B Subchapter I1}. A Watershed
Management Authority {(WMA) is a mechanism for cities, counties, Soil and Water Conservation Districts
(SWCDs} and stakeholders to cooperatively engage in planning and management at the watershed scale.
A WMA is being proposed for the Lower Cedar Watershed including parts of Cedar, Johnson, Jones, Linn,
Louisa, Muscatine, and Scott Counties.

The WMA is formed by a Chapter 28E Agreement by two or more eligible political subdivisions within
the watershed. A board of directors governs the WMA, which may undertake the following activities:

* Assess and reduce flood risk;

¢ Assess and improve water quality;

*  Monitor federal flood risk planning and activities;

e Educate residents of the watershed regarding flood risks and water quality; and

s Allocate moneys made available to the Authority for purposes of water quality and flood
mitigation.

A WMA does not have taxing authority and it may not acquire property through eminent domain,

There are several benefits to forming a WMA. First and foremost, the WMA provides a means for
communication and cooperation to support on-the-ground water quality and flood damage reduction in
both urban and rural areas. Partnering through a WMA allows cities and counties to pool resources and
provides leverage for additional funding through state or federal sources. In addition, WMAs work
directly through local watershed partners to identify priorities and collectively develop an action plan for
addressing watershed concerns.

PUBLIC NOTICE OF WMA FORMATION: Cities, Counties, and SWCDs in the Lower Cedar Watershed have
started the process of forming a WMA. Please post this notice in a public location and share widely with

staff, elected officials, and other interested stakeholders.

CHAPTER 28E AGREEMENT: The governing bodies for each eligible political subdivision will meet in the
corning months to consider adoption of the Chapter 28E Agreement. All eligible political subdivisions
within the Lower Cedar Watershed are invited to adopt the Chapter 28E Agreement. Attached is a full
list of invited cities, counties, and SWCDs as well as the complete Chapter 28E Agreement. A member of
the Lower Cedar Watershed WMA organizational subcommittee is available to attend these meetings or

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into pursuant to lowa Code chapter 28E by and between the eligible
political subdivisions that adopt these Articles of Agreement (hereinafter the “Agreement”). Eligible
political subdivisions include the cities of Alburnett, Atalissa, Bennett, Bertram, Cedar Rapids, Conesville,
Durant, Fredonia, Hiawatha, Lisbon, Lone Tree, Marion, Martelle, Mechanicsville, Mount Vernon,
Nichols, Robins, Springville, Stanwood, Stockton, Tipton, Walcott, West Branch, West Liberty, and
Wilton; the counties of Cedar, Johnson, Jones, Linn, Louisa, Muscatine, and Scott; and the Soil & Water
Conservation Districts from the counties of Cedar, Johnson, Jones, Linn, Louisa, Muscatine, and Scott
(hereinafter the “Members”).

WHEREAS, lowa Code section 466B.22 authorizes two (2) or more political subdivisions, defined as
including cities, counties, and soil and water conservation districts, all of which must be located within
the same United States Geological Survey Hydrologic Unit Code 8 Watershed, to enter into agreement
under lowa Code Chapter 28E to establish a watershed management authority to enable cooperation in
supporting watershed planning and improvements for the mutual advantage of the political subdivisions
involved; and

A watershed management
authority shall not acquire property by eminent domain; and

WHEREAS, the Members deem establishment of the Lower Cedar Watershed Management Authority
(hereinafter the “Authority”), encompassing all the Lower Cedar Watershed (hereinafter the
“Watershed”), Hydrologic Unit Code 8 ID #07080206, to be of mutual advantage; and

WHEREAS, it is mutuaily desired to enter this Agreement pursuant to lowa Code Chapter 28E for the
purpose of establishing the Authority to carry out planning and improvements in the Watershed; and
NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed by and between the Members as follows:



SECTION 1. IDENTITY OF THE MEMBERS.

SECTION 2. PURPOSE.

2.1 The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the manner in which the Members shall
cooperate with one another to successfully plan for and implement improvements within the
Watershed, including but not limited to the following activities authorized pursuant to lowa Code
section 466B.22:

1. Assess the flood risks in the watershed.

2. Assess the water quality in the watershed.

3. Assess options for reducing flood risk and improving water quality in the watershed.
4. Monitor federal flood risk planning and activities.

5. Educate residents of the watershed area regarding water quality and flood risks.

6. Seek and allocate moneys made available to the authority for purposes of water quality and
flood mitigation.

7. Make and contract agreements that execute all instruments necessary or incidental to the
performance of the duties of the Authority. A watershed management authority shall not acquire
property by eminent domain.

SECTION 3. CREATION OF THE AUTHORITY.

3.1 Upon the effective date stated in this Agreement there is hereby created a public agency to be
known as the “LOWER CEDAR WATERSHED MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY" (the “Authority”). The
Authority shall be a political subdivision of the State of lowa and a legal entity separate and distinct
from the corporate existence of any participating Members to this Agreement, and shall be subject to
the control and supervision of the Members to this Agreement or their officers and directors, only to
the extent provided for herein.

3.2 A joint board of the participating Members known as the Lower Cedar Watershed Management
Authority Board (hereinafter the “Board”) shall be responsible for fulfilling the purpose of the
Authority. The Board shall be comprised of one appointee from each Member participating in this
Agreement. The Board shall adopt bylaws governing the administration, development, operation and
management of the Authority.

SECTION 4. DURATION. This Agreement shall be in effect perpetually until terminated pursuant to
Section 10.

SECTION 5. POWERS AND DUTIES.
5.1 The Members shall retain all powers and duties conferred by law and shall assist each other in

the exercise of such powers and the performance of such duties as are provided for in this
Agreement. Each Member shall be jointly responsible for focusing attentionon:



a. Assessing the flood risks in the watershed.

b. Assessing the water quality in the watershed.

¢. Assessing options for reducing flood risk and improving water quality in the watershed.
d. Monitoring federal flood risk planning and activities.

e. Educating residents of the watershed area regarding water quality and flood risks.

f.  Allocating moneys made available to the authority for purposes of water guality and flood
mitigation.

g. Making and contracting agreements that execute all instruments necessary or incidental to
the performance of the duties of the authority. A watershed management authority shall
not acquire property by eminentdomain.

5.2 A Member may, but will not be required to, accept a specific responsibility to assist in achieving
the goals of the Authority. Acceptance of such responsibilities shall only be by official action of the

governing body of the Member. These responsibilities include but are not limited to:

a. identifying opportunities for funding and in-kind support for the undertaking of
watershed planning and improvements within the Watershed;

b. serving as fiscal agent for the Authority when funds are received from anysource;

c. identifying opportunities for infrastructure development and planning capable of
assessing and mitigating flood risks in the Watershed;

d. identifying the most effective best management practices for improvements of water
quantity and water quality improvements in the Watershed;

e. participating in any educational/outreach programs regarding water quality and flood risks;

f. identifying opportunities for infrastructure development and planning capable of
assessing and improving water quality in the Watershed;

g. providing support for the administration of any projects, including technical, financial and
clerical, as agreed to by the Members;

h. securing such financing, including grants, loans and the issuance of bonds or loan agreements,
as determined to be necessary or desirable to achieve the objectives of the agreement;

i. coordinating with local wastewater utilities;

j. designing and bidding of projects;



k. administering contracts; and
l.  observing construction.

SECTION 6. MANNER OF FINANCING. The Board may solicit, accept and receive donations, endowments,
gifts, grants, reimbursements and other such funds as necessary to support work pursuant to this
Agreement.

6.1 No action to contribute funds by the Board is binding on the Member that he or she represents
without official approval by the governing body of that Member, No Member may be required to
contribute funds to the Autharity, except to fulfill any obligation previously made by official action by
the governing body of the Member.

6.2 All funds received for use by the Authority shall be held as a special fund by the fisca! agent
designated by the Board. When funds are provided as a grant or loan directed to a Member for a
project administered by that Member, the funds shall be retained and administered by that Member.

SECTION 7. ENTIRE AGREEMENT,

7.1 This Agreement contains the entire agreement of and integrates all the terms and conditions
contained in and incidental to such Agreement. No maodifications or waiver of any provision in this
Agreement shall be valid unless in writing and signed by all the parties. If, for any reason, any
provisions of this Agreement shall be inoperative, the validity and effect of the other provisions shall
not be affected thereby.

7.2 If any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid by any court, administrative agency or
tribunal or competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of any such provision shall not affect the validity of
the remaining provisions hereof.

SECTION 8. GOVERNING LAW. This Agreement shall by governed by and interpreted under the laws of
the State of lowa and shall meet all the necessary legal requirements and publications as outlined in
lowa Code Chapter 28E and other applicable lowa laws.

SECTION 9. AMENDMENTS.

8.1 This Agreement may be amended at any time by approval from the governing bodies of all
Members. All amendments shall be in writing, executed by the authorized representative of each
governing body of the Members, and filed in an electronic format with the lowa Secretary of State as
required by lowa Code Section 28E.8.

9.2 tligible political subdivisions that are not participating may later join the Authority by filing written
notice with the Board and adopting this Agreement by resolution. The request to become a Member
will be considered approved when the new Member has submitted the adopted resolution with the
executed signature page and the updated Agreement has been filed in an electronic format with the
lowa Secretary of State as required by lowa Code Section 28E.8.



SECTION 10. TERMINATION. This Agreement shall terminate upon the majority vote of the Board or
agreement of the governing bodies of all Members. Upon termination, all property and money then
owned by the Authority shall be distributed according to the Member’s contribution levels among the
Members after payment of all debts. Any funds donated under a stipulation limiting their use shall be
disbursed consistent with the donor’s direction.

SECTION 11. EFFECTIVE DATE AND EXECUTION OF DOCUMENTS. This Agreement shall take effect upon
execution by the Members as required by law and filing in an electronic format with the lowa Secretary
of State as required by lowa Code Section 28E.8. The Members agree to timely execute any documents
necessary to carry out the terms of this Agreement. The Members further agree that this document may
be executed outside the presence of the other Members and in separate counterparts.

SECTION 12. WITHDRAWAL FROM MEMBERSHIP. Any Member may withdraw from the Authority by the
action of its governing body, unless the Authority then has unpaid debts or legal obligations, in which
case the consent of the governing bodies of the remaining Members to the withdrawal is required. Such
withdrawal will forfeit any right to a distribution in conjunction with a subsequent termination of this
Agreement.

SECTION 13. WATERSHED BOUNDARY. The geographical area to which this agreement applies shall be
known as the Lower Cedar Watershed. The Lower Cedar is a United States Geological Survey Hydrologic
Unit Code (HUC 8 ID #07080206) Watershed. The boundary of the Watershed is graphically displayed in
Attachment 1, which is hereby incorporated into this Agreement.

SECTION 14. INDEMNIFICATION. The Authority shall indemnify, defend, keep, save, and hold harmless
the Members and their officers and employees from and against any and all losses, claims, damages,
liability, costs, expenses, or deficiencies (including without limitation reasonable attorneys’ fees and
other costs and expenses reasonably incident to proceedings or investigations or the defense or
settlement of any claim or claims) arising out of the Authority’s activities, including without limitation
challenges to the organization, creation or status of the Authority, whether based on tort, antitrust, non-
competition, wage and hour violations, or any other claim of illegality, and whether based upon state,
federal, local, or commaon law.

SECTION 15. AUTHORIZATION AND SIGNATURE PAGES.

15.1 Each Member to this Agreement shall supply to the Authority a copy of the resolution by which it
adopted the Agreement. An example resolution template is shown in Attachment 3.

15.2 The Members agree that this Agreement has attached to it signature pages which shall be
assembled and filed together with the Agreement and shall together constitute one and the same
instrument. A completed copy of the Agreement with all executed signature pages shall be sent to each
Member.

15.3 Each signature page will be specific to each potential member and wil contain only their signature
lines. Example signature lines are shown in Attachment 2.

WHEREAS, Chapter 28E of the Code of lowa provides the authority for public agencies to enter into
agreements for their mutual advantage; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement is made and entered into by the eligible political subdivisions within the
Lower Cedar Watershed that adopt these Articles of Agreement; and

NOW BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL/ BOARD OF SUPERVISORS/ BOARD OF

| am writing this letter to ask for help with the water usage portion of our
July/August utility bills.

Beginning in June of this year we noticed a spike in our water usage and
by the end of July it has skyrocketed to a whopping 7508, the utility
department also stating our August bill is just as high if not more. We
bought this house July of 2016 and have had numerous costly issues
associated with the purchase, new sewer being the most major problem.

The rise in our usage seems to have stemmed from a running toilet
located inside of the shop building that no one uses, we have since fixed.
Couple that with an outsourced job which led to a lay-off and the
construction industry taking a hit we have been very short on money. We
have been to the local community action office and were told we could
only receive help with the light and gas portions of the bill, and only then
if we had a disconnect notice.

I know we are responsible for our utility bill, we will pay these bills but if
we could please have help with the water portions? We cannot pay 750+
$ bills for these two months, if it's left this way our service will indeed be
turned off. We are going to go onto the plan the city offers that will break
up the amounts and be billed over time, but the amount is staggering to
us.

| am writing this in hopes you would be able to help alleviate some of the
costs of the water portions. It really just boils down to our family not
being able to afford these bills and nowhere really to turn to for help as
neither of us has any family in a position to help. Thank you for your time
in reading this and possibly considering helping us.

Dear Mayor and Council,

As you have probably noticed, the mildew stains on our water tower have increased
substantially this year. Last fall, Fire Chief Scott Donohoe and | used the fire truck to blast 80%
of the mildew away. We were not successful in removing all the mildew, however, the effort
did allow us to postpone power washing for another year. The staining is worsening this year
and | believe we should consider hiring a contract company to do a thorough power washing of
the interior and exterior of the tower. Our 500,000-gallon water tower is a community icon
worth around $1,000,000. It is a key piece of infrastructure that is worthy of good maintenance
and cleaning. A dirty tower sends a poor image to visitors, locals, and water customers.

We recently invited five companies to prepare proposals with price quotes for the City of Tipton
Water Department for interior and exterior cleaning of our tower, and all five companies
responded. Please see the quotes attached.

Some of the companies proposed interior cleaning only. Some of them proposed interior
cleaning of the bottom of the tank only.

| have studied the proposals thoroughly and | believe the best value is in the quotes from Utility
Service Company / Suez, for $9350 and Water Tower Clean and Coat, for $8000. Both seem to
be reputable companies with good referrais. WTCC would utilize diver cleaning of the interior
while Suez would require tank draining. The draining route would be a more thorough cleaning
and inspection process so the extra $1350 is tempting. Draining the tower will be a headache
for this operator and a strenuous process however, it is probably the preferred method.

Please note, we did not budget for this service, however, recent financial savings have allowed
us to put money in water fund reserves. | recommend we do a budget amendment and use the
reserve funds to do the project now.

If the Council prefers to wait, we can budget for this project next year and postpone the
cleaning until then.

ACTION: Consider whether to make a motion or table due to the need for further
consideration.

SYNOPSIS

We recently received a letter that came on behalf of the County Board of Supervisors. In it, they
requested that the City do maintenance work to the parking lot that abuis the north side of the
Courthouse property. The letter referred to a lease.

We've attached a 1994 lease agreemeni. It appears that the original lease began in 1967 and was
to run for 50 years. When the 1967 lease couldn’t be located, the 1994 lease ngreement was
developed as a substitute for it.

Most of the parking tot (25 feet) is on the courthouse property. The north 8 feet of the parking
lot are in the Cily’s right-of-way. The City leased the 25-loot wide area lor $1 per year—mainly
for public parking, but the lease allows other public events there, too. The City agreed to
maintain the parking lot.

The 1994 lease agreement kept the original 50-year term. As you can see, the lease’s 50-year
term ended on Aprit 30, 2017.

Steve Nash and I were asked to attend the Supervisors’ August 8, meeting. The County is
interested in a new lease with similar terms. We mentioned that Steve received a quote to do a
new asphalt overlay of the parking lot. The quote also included milling and shaping the lot to
improve its drainage. The quote was for just over $16,000.

Steve mentioned that, if the agreement continues, he’d like help from the County when it comes
to relocating vehicles so that snow removal and street sweeping in the parking lot could be done
more effectively. The Supervisors agreed that the County could help with County vehicles, but
couldn’t help, for example, with the cars of apartment tenants that might use the lot for overnight
parking.

Steve mentioned that he thought the demand for parking was different now than during the
carlier years of the 50-year lease. For example, if there are fewer traditional retail stores now,
the parking demand would be less.

We asked whether the County would consider a cost-share on repaving the parking lot with the
City continuing to do activities such as snow removal and street sweeping. As of August 8, they

hadn’t considered that possibility. On that day, they said that they figured that there were two
possibilities, First, the City-County would continue the lease arrangement under conditions that
are similar to those in the 1967 and 1994 leases. Or, the County would take back the parking lot
and use it for Courthouse parking. (I'm not sure of how the City’s 8 feet would work into this
scenario, however.)
Steve and I said that we'd relay the details of this situation to the Mayor and Council, and we’d
put an item on your August 21, agenda so the Council could discuss the matter. Then, we’d get
back to them.
Al this point, I suppose that the options are the same as the ones already mentioned within:

1.) Renew the lease under similar terms.

2.) Let the leased area go back to the County.

3.) Do something in between, such as a cost-share.
At this point and unless we know that they’d continue to allow the type of public parking and
other public uses that are done there now, I wouldn’t recommend that the City choose #2 withowt

doing a lot of thought beforehand.

While we might not have the same type of parking demand as we did several years ago, quality
off-street public parking in the downtown areas of smaller cities can be a bit of a rarity.

Dear Mayor and Council,

We have successfully completed one fiscal year of in-house operations in water and
wastewater treatment. Some individuals are now curious to know how things have turned out
financially. With each passing month for the past year | have studied in detail, the Treasurer’s
Report in the council packet. Each month | was very pleased in the findings. Bottom line,
expenditures have been coming in less than the previous year to date expenditures. In many
months, the savings exceeded 510K when combining water and sewer together.

The prognosis is good. There is no doubt we have experienced substantial savings in our first
year of in-house operations. All the while, maintaining a stable operation. With the
infrastructure needs of today, | can think of no better time to be experiencing this savings.

As you all know, the full Treasurer’s Report is very lengthy and complicated. It would be very
difficult to display the full report on a slide show and technically, its included in the council
packets anyway. Melissa Armstrong was very kind to prepare for us, a simpler, scaled down,
excel version, and this report will be displayed on the slide show for public and council viewing.

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On the report that Melissa prepared you will see that we experienced an $75K reduction in
expenditures in FY 16/17 compared to FY 15/16. At the same time, revenues increased by $11K,
bringing the revenue over expenses total to $85K. Please do not forget about the truck we had
to purchase. Start-up expenses like this were forecasted and discussed in council meetings a
year and a half ago. The % ton Ford was purchased on State bid from O’Rourke Motors for
$26,000. Melissa noted this $26K expenditure on a Jower line of the report, Fortunately, we do
not need to purchase a truck every year, therefore, future budgets could potentially refiect an
additional savings around $26K. Had we not needed the truck, the $85K savings would have
grown to $111K which happens to be very close to what we forecasted.

Also, please keep in mind, as we prepared the 2016/2017 budget, our forecasted savings along
with our new staff arrangement caused us to shift some payroll and other miscellaneous costs
to the water and wastewater budgets, resulting in two things. Greater strain to
water/wastewater while giving relief to other budgets. Despite picking up the extra strain, the
water and wastewater budgets still proved the savings shown above.

Please take some time to study the attached report. For more in depth detail please study the
full Treasurer’s Report. The most beneficial Treasurer’s Report of course was on the July 2017,
council agenda as it includes fiscal year-to-date information for the proper time frame. This
report is available to everyone on the Tipton website. If you have any questions, please call me.
